What is Waking Watch?

Waking Watch throughout the UK was introduced after the Grenfell Tower fire incident
by the National Fire Chiefs Council (NFCC). These services accompanied a change in
NFCC regulations regarding the evacuation strategy in the event of a fire, from ‘stay put’
to ‘simultaneous evacuation’. Waking Watch also referred to as ‘fire watch’ consists of a
team of highlytrained professionals patrolling any multi-occupancy at regular intervals
throughout a 24hr period.

In the Government’s own words, Waking Watch is:

“A system whereby suitably trained persons continually patrol all floors and the exterior
perimeter of the building in order to detect a fire, raise the alarm, and carry out the role
of evacuation management.”
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What are Waking Watch
duties?
